President’s Palaver 

Featured Orchid 

Oncidium Russiker 
Blütenbaum (Oncidium 
Debutante x Oncidium hasti-
labium) 

The parents of Onc. Rus-
siker Blütenbaum are spe-
cies which require both me-
dium and high light. Grow 
this hybrid in dappled light 
conditions.  May be tolerant 
of bright indirect light condi-
tions with temperatures from 
cool to hot , or 58°F (14°C) 
to 85°F (29°C) at night. Hu-
midity should be kept at 30-
60%.  

Water frequently if plant has 
thin roots, less frequently for 
thicker roots. Water just as 

medium starts to dry; Water 
more heavily during active 
growth. Commonly grown in 
pots. Fertilize twice monthly. 
Common media: fir bark.

Horticulturists have thrown up 
their hands in despair over all 
the changes in orchid 
names.First it was the spe-
cies and then the hybrid 
names which began to 
change. The purpose of a 
classification system is to 
facilitate communication. It is 
a user tool based on scientific 
data, but it must be user-
friendly.With the advent of 
molecular systematics, we 
have new insights into rela-
tionships within the orchid 
family.The DNA data has 
caused taxonomists to re-
examine the morphology and 
to rethink generic con-
cepts .What is a genus? How 
big should it be? Can it be 
too small to be useful? Unfor-
tunately many of the recent

The Salvation of Nomenclature  
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changes in genera did not 
consider the impact on 
horticulturalists (the users). 

The lectures at the 19th World 
Orchid Conference reflected a 
new trend where scientists 
have started consulting the 
users of the classification sys-
tem.New data has mandated 
changes in orchid names, but 
the changes need to be com-
patible with the needs of the 
end users. 

At the general meeting of the 
International Orchid Commis-
sion, Cassio van den Berg 
proposed moving the Brazilian 
Laelias into Cattleya.This rec-
ommendation was well re-
ceived by the group.This 
change will greatly help with 
the nomenclature of this 
widely hybridized group.Alec 
Pridgeon stated that a supple-
ment could be included to 
Genera Orchidearum V to rap-
idly disseminate this 

change.The only dissenter 
was someone who wanted 
to do away with nothogen-
era and use just breeding 
groups.The Cattleya pro-
posal was forwarded to 
the Royal Horticultural 
Society (the hybrid regis-
trar) for consideration. 

What do we have to look 
forward to:  

A large Cattleya genus, 

A large Epidendrum ge-
nus, 

A large Pleurothallis ge-
nus, 

A large Oncidium genus, 

and a stable system of 
hybrid names.

Scientists Identify 

Plant Barcode Gene  

Scientists from London's 

Imperial College and the 

Royal Botanic Gardens have 

identified a "barcode" gene 

that can distinguish the ma-

jority of plant species on 

Earth. Barcode genes con-

tain DNA sequences that 

vary greatly among different 

species but not at all within 

them. These genes can be 

used in cataloging different 

plant species in an area, 

identifying plant ingredients 

in powdered substances, 

such as in traditional Chi-

nese medicine, and can help 

monitor illegal trading of en-

dangered plants.

The scientists tested 
more than 80 plant spe-
cies from South Africa 
and Costa Rica using 
eight barcode genes. A 
particular gene, matK, 
has been shown to cor-
rectly classify over 90 
percent of the species. 
Vincent Savolainen, who 
led the group, said that 
the discovery may 
prompt the development 
of a portable device 
which can quickly and 
easily analyze any plant 
sample's matK DNA and 
compare it to a vast da-
tabase of information, 
allowing almost instanta-
neous identification.
